How can you help? 
 

• Find time to talk to your child about what they 
have done at school. 

 
• Share a book together with your child….make it 

fun! 
 
• Practice spellings, times tables and 

counting ...sing them or chant them… 
 
• Find a quiet corner in the house for him/her to 

do his/her homework...and then encourage 
him/her to do it and bring it in on time. 

 
• Visit the library to find interesting books or web 

sites – we have a list of good web sites for chil-
dren –   ask your child’s teacher. 

 
• Encourage your child to come to school every 

day...on time...learning is fun….school is a great 
place to be! 

 
• Can you tell us anything about our topics or 

themes. Let your child’s teacher know! 
 
• Encourage your child to practice his/her hand-
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This half term we will be learning about: 
 
• In the Summer Term in Year 2, in Geography we will 

be learning all about what maps are, what they need 
on them to be useful, how to read them and we will 
make some of our own!  In Science we will be find-
ing out about how animals change as they grow and 
we will be growing some caterpillars and tadpoles of 
our own!.   

• In English we will be using ‘The Egg’, ’Caterpillar

and English sessions on a daily basis. 

• Our PE sessions are on a Tuesday (indoor) and 
Wednesday with NUF. PE kits should be brought to 
school on Monday and left all week.  

• Reading books and Home Reading Rec-
ords should be brought to school every 
day. Books will be changed whenever your 
child is finished his/her book and it has 
been signed by a parent or carer.
