How can you help?

Find time to talk to your child about what they
have done at school.

Share a book together with your child....make it
fun!

Practice spellings, times tables and
counting ...sing them or chant them...

Find a quiet corner in the house for him/her to
do his/her homework...and then encourage
him/her to do it and bring it in on time.

Visit the library to find interesting books or web
sites — we have a list of good web sites for chil-
dren — ask your child’s teacher.

Encourage your child to come to school every
day...on time...learning is fun....school is a great

place to be!
