
Mathematics 

This term we will begin by learn-
ing about fractions. We will re-
vise unit fractions and will be 

shading and identifying fractions 
given such as 2/5 and 7/10. 

 KEY words: NUMERATOR and 
DENOMINATOR! 

We will look at equivalent frac-
tions and will be finding fractions 
of amounts.  We will also look at 

fractions greater than 1 
(therefore mixed numbers) 

Later in the term we will be re-
visiting place value and written 
methods of addition, subtrac-

tion, multiplication and division. 

Y3/4 are doing so well learning 
their times tables so keep up the 

practising on TTRS! 

Homework will be given weekly 
and is due in on Mondays. 

 

Science 

In the first half of the term we will be studying electricity.  We will look at 
how electricity is made and stored. We will look at which appliances use elec-

tricity and which don’t.  We will make circuits involving bulbs, buzzers and 
maybe even switches.  We will also look at the vocabulary CONDUCTOR and 

INSULATOR

Art and DT 

This term in art we will be using our observation 
skills to sketch castles.  Looking at shape, use of line 
and shading.  We will be exploring different materi-

als such as charcoal, chalk, paint and pencil. 

Music 

During music lessons we will be looking a great deal 
at rhythm.  We will look at notation and will learn to 
follow and create our own sequences.  We will also be 

looking at the song Blackbird. 

Computing
